Primary Text: Galatians 6:6-10 

 

"For he that sows to his flesh shall of the flesh reap corruption; but he that sows to the 

Spirit shall of the Spirit reap life everlasting." Notice that Paul describes only two kinds of 

sowing. Just as the Bible speaks of the prepared and the unprepared, the wise and the 

foolish, the obedient and the disobedient, it also speaks of the spiritually minded and the 

worldly minded. Those who sow to the flesh will reap everlasting destruction; those who sow 

to the spirit will reap eternal glory.
